Venue Capacity

At The Barns we have 20 bedrooms to host up to
48 guests to sleep. Our dining area means that you
can all feast together, and we have lots of cosy
spaces for you to gather together.

If youre having a larger celebration we can offer
space for up to 70 guests to gather together
throughout the day, though if dining together we
would recommend adding a marquee for extra
space. We can offer suggestions of nearby
accommodation for extra guests.



Ceremony/Gathering Spaces

- Hayloft Games Room - 60 Guests
- The Old MilP’s Winter Living Room - 50 Guests

- The Stables’ Arches Room - 70 Guests*

*The Stables Arches Room opens up onto our patio and
garden to be able to reach the 70 guest capacity, so it’s the
perfect space for indoor/outdoor celebrations. If dining
together we would recommend adding a marquee for extra
space.

If youd like @ marquee, we have several areas that would be
suitable: The Stables garden is a really great space close to
The Barns, or we have a space near our pond, or in an
adjacent field. If you book a visit, we can show you the
spaces available. Having a marquee doesn’t change our
venue capacity, but it does offer the opportunity to make
the most of our outdoor spaces and views to the fields
surrounding us.

We can sleep 48 guests, and can offer suggestions of
nearby accommodation for extra guests.

The Old Mill has a 65ft kitchen/dinign area that can host 48
guests dining together without the need for a marquee.

The highlighted pink areas show our three ceremony
spaces, and we also have several group dining areas where you could feast together as a group.

Weddings at The Barns

We now have a license at The Barns for you to have
your legal marriage ceremony in our ceremony
rooms or in a marquee in the grounds.

You will need to coordinate all of your suppliers
coming to The Barns. We have some recommended
caterers, and can recommend other wonderful local
suppliers if needed. There will be a team member on
site for your wedding day, and we offer varying levels
of support to help you arrange your celebration.

For weddings, our prices start at £1500 in addition to
your accommodation costs. This covers the wedding
license fee, insurance, extra staff presence, and extra

admin for our team.

FAQs

I’d only like to arrange a small gathering, is that OK?
Absolutely! Although we have a large capacity, we have several configurations of barns which means we can
welcome groups as small as 10. We’d love to welcome you, whatever the size of celebration!

Can we bring our own alcohol?

As a self-catering venue, guests are welcome, and encouraged, to bring along their own food and drink, including
alcohol. This gives you the freedom to stock your favourites, plan your own bar setup, and enjoy your celebration
your way, without any corkage fees or restrictions. We can recommend some local producers to supply for you if
you'd like.

Is there a noise curfew?

We do have a noise curfew in place out of respect for our neighbours in the nearby luxury development. Outdoor
music is allowed only during daylight hours and must end by 9:30pm. Indoor music should be kept at a reasonable
level, played with windows and doors closed, and switched off by 11pm. We kindly ask all guests to follow this
policy, and reserve the right to charge a £250 call-out fee for any noise complaints.

Are fireworks or candles allowed?

We are unable to allow fireworks, due to us being based on a working farm and being within a small village
community. Due to fire safety regulations, we’re unable to allow the use of candles inside or outside the property.
We do provide LED candles and encourage you to bring your own. We appreciate your understanding and cooper-
ation in helping us keep everyone safe.

Are pets allowed?

Yes, well-behaved dogs are welcome at The Barns with prior agreement. We kindly ask that you let us know in
advance how many pets you'll be bringing, and a charge of £50 per pet applies. To ensure a comfortable stay for all
guests, we allow dogs that are calm, friendly, and respectful of the space.

Can we visit before booking?

Yes, absolutely — and we highly recommend it. Visiting in person is the best way to get a true feel for the space,
explore the layout, and start envisioning your event at The Barns. We’d be delighted to show you around and
answer any questions you may have during your visit.
